Easter Seals BC/Yukon is seeking a full-time (35h) Laundry/Housekeeper for Easter Seals House, our home away from home for families traveling to Vancouver. The Laundry/Housekeeper provides a safe, clean, and secure environment for residents and visitors.
Responsibilities 
· Working together to maintain the upkeep and appearance of the facility, property, and grounds.
· Launder all linens as needed.
· Mop main foyer, and kitchens in 2nd & 3rd floor and public washrooms. 
· Morning, afternoon and as needed, collect garbage and recyclables from the garage, main foyer, and laundry rooms. 
· Vacuum center stairwell daily and side stairwells weekly or as needed.
· When necessary, assist in stripping beds, making beds, vacuuming, and mopping floors, as instructed by housekeeping. 
· Property and grounds upkeep, including but not limited to, sweeping front and sides of building and underground parking
· Vacuum the center stairwell daily and weekly vacuum the side stairwells. 
· Wash the doors of the center stairwell.  
· Clean carpets as needed. 
· Wash lobby windows and door and playroom and lounge windows once a month 
· Wash front statues in the summer. 
· As needed wash portable heaters, portable fans, and ceiling fans in the rooms 
· Daily maintenance of commercial washer and dryer
· Daily maintenance and upkeep of commercial laundry room
· When functioning as a housekeeper, all housekeeping duties 
· Perform other duties as assigned.

· Completion of high school or equivalent is an asset.
· Laundry/Housekeeping or cleaner experience is an asset.  
· Ability to work with little supervision.  
· Customer-oriented and friendly  
· Willingness to learn from co-workers.
